1. A Storm Water Pollution Prevention Plan (SWPPP) is now required to be submitted for all new development where construction is required.  The State now requires that a National Discharge Pollution Elimination Systems (NPDES) permit be acquired for all new development.  A copy of the permit needs to be submitted to the county before final approval.  Permits can now be obtained online thru the Utah State Dept. of Environmental Quality at the following web site:  https://secure.utah.gov/swp/client.
