 You are hereby notified that your easement vacation application to vacate a 10 foot drainage easement 
and a 10 foot sewer easement running North to South from Copper Crest, a private road to Spring Park, a public 
road located in the Summit Eden Phase 1C Subdivision, was heard and approved by the Weber County Commission 
after holding a public hearing held on February 21, 2017, after due notice to the general public.  The approval was 
granted subject to the following conditions:  

1. The ordinance to vacate the drainage and sewer easements will be recorded in conjunction with the Summit 
Eden Phase 1C Amendment 4 Subdivision Plat.   

The recommendation is based on the following findings: 

1. Vacating the proposed drainage easement and sewer easement will not have a negative effect on the Ogden 
Valley General Plan.   

2. Based on the proposed subdivision amendment, good cause exists to vacate the easements.   
3. The public interest or any person will not be materially injured by the proposed vacation. 
4. The proposed vacation will not be detrimental to the public health, safety, or welfare. 
5. The proposed vacation will not deteriorate the environment of the general area so as to negatively impact 

surrounding properties and uses.
