 Subdivision Time Limitations. 106-1-8  
 

(f) Final plat approval; small subdivisions. The planning director is delegated administrative authority to 
approve small subdivisions if in his discretion there are no conditions which warrant its submittal to the 
planning commission. Administrative approval of subdivisions does not require county commission approval. 
These subdivisions shall be offered for recording within 18 months from the time the application is deemed 
complete by the planning division. If the subdivision is not offered for recording within this time frame, the 
subdivision proposal is void. A subdivision that is considered void will require a new submittal of the 
subdivision, with the appropriate fees to begin the subdivision process for the same parcel of land.
